With regular reports in the newspaper, 

over the radio and on television about 

swine flu and the impact it is having on 

individuals (children and adults), schools 

have been asked to keep their school 

communities up-do-date with matters 

related to this additional flu. 

Normally at this time of the year we have 

the regular winter flu doing the rounds, 

but this  year it is further complicated with 

the arrival in NZ of swine flu, symptoms 

are like regular winter flu and may include: 

 Fever 

 Cough 

 Sore throat 

 Runny nose 

 Body aches 

 Headache 

 Chills and 

 Fatigue 

Many people with swine flu have had 

diarrhea and vomiting.  Nearly everyone 

with flu has at least two of the above 

symptoms, but they can also be caused by 

many other conditions.  Only laboratory 

tests can definitely show whether anybody 

has got swine flu or not.
