
 

 

Influenza A (H1N1) Swine Flu Pandemic Update 

Moving to the Next Phase: 

On Thursday 18 June, the Minister of Health announced that New Zealand is transitioning 

to a ‘manage it’ phase in its Influenza A (H1N1) Swine Flu strategy – moving on from the 

‘containment phase! 

The containment phase helped to restrict the number of cases and slowed the widespread 
outbreak of the virus.  The slow spread has been due to the efforts of border control, public 
health services, schools and early childhood services in identifying and responding to cases 
as they emerged. 

 

What Does Moving to the Next Phase Mean? 

It is unlikely that early childhood centres or schools will be advised to close if they have 
suspected or confirmed cases, unless they are in an area still in the containment phase.  
The Ministry of Health advises that there is no need for any restrictions on people returning 
to work, school or their early childhood centre after an overseas trip, unless they have 
symptoms. 

Events such as parent gatherings at school ie Grandparents Day, sports events ie Rippa 
Rugby, Netball etc. can continue with the usual precautions being taken such as: 

 Children or staff with symptoms should stay at home in line with normal practice; 

 Hygiene measures should continue including handwashing before and after eating, 
keeping hands away from mouths, and covering mouths when coughing or sneezing.
