For a short period in NZ – 

from now until the end of winter – the sun’s 

ultraviolet radiation is less strong and you do not 

usually need to protect yourself from it.  In fact it 

is important to get some winter sun on your skin.  

Sunlight produces Vitamin D, which is necessary for 

strong bones, general good health, and may also 

protect against some cancers. 

So get outside and enjoy the winter sun! 

But even in winter, if you are at high altitudes or 

near snow or water, ultraviolet radiation levels are 

often high.  So wear sunhats, SPF 30+ sunscreen 

and sunglasses. 

Remember, when daylight saving starts again you 

will need to protect yourself from the sun.

GUTHRIE SMITH OUTDOOR 

EDUCATION 

We have had a number of questions asked 

recently by families, who have not yet been 

involved with having children go to Camp 

Tutira, about the camp itself and what do 

the children do when they are on camp. 

Camp Tutira is actually the Guthrie Smith 

Outdoor Education Centre which is 45km 

north of Napier overlooking Lake Tutira.  It 

has been an Outdoor Education Centre 

since 1976 and prior to that was the Tutira 

Farm Cadet Training Centre. 

On camp, all children, teachers and parent 

helpers stay in bunkrooms that are part of the 

original Farm Cadet Centre.  The camp has a 

large dining room and kitchen facilities as 

well as good ablution blocks and drying 

room facilities.  Some of the activities that the 

children are involved in while on camp 

include: 

 Orienteering 

 Night trail 

 Canadian canoes 

 Low ropes 

 Flying kiwi 

 Bush walks  

 Casey’s Clamber 

 Walk to Shine Falls 

For many of the above activities, we use 

instructors who have specialist skills in various 

outdoor activities. 

Camp Tutira is certainly one of the special 

highlights for our Year 6 children in their final 

year at Taradale Primary School.
