It was planned to have the school ready to open 

at the beginning of the school year in 1879, but school records show that due to 

considerable delays in actually building the school, the official opening was delayed for 

two terms.

MESSAGE FROM THE MINISTRY 

OF HEALTH 

Yesterday (29 July), we received an updated 

message from the Ministry of Health expressing 

their concern about the increase in the number of 

people who are being hospitalised with H1N1 Swine 

Flu.  Schools and Early Childhood Centres are 

generally the first places where changes to 

patterns in community infection appears.  Schools 

have been asked to contact the local DHB if our 

numbers of absences because of illnesses are 

significantly above those that we would normally 

expect from the seasonal flu at this time of the 

year – can be around the 15% rate at this time of 

the year.  If this rate increases to around 30% 

then the DHB needs to be contacted. 

I can report that currently our rate of absences 

because of seasonal flu at Taradale Primary School 

is less than 5%.
