\Brief History of Taradale Primary \
School: 1879 to 2009

Note the interesting connections with three other
of our local schools; Bledisloe, Greenmeadows
and Taradale Intermediate.

18 August 1879: The original Taradale School
was opened on the present site with a roll of 100
pupils.

14 September 1921: The Greenmeadows Infant
School became a Side School of Taradale School.
3 February 1931.: disastrous earthquake shook
the district, levelling the Side School
(Greenmeadows) and killed three children.

18 August 1932: The newly re-built Side School
at Greenmeadows was officially re-opened
following its destruction in the ‘31 quake.

1938: The Side School at Greenmeadows became
Greenmeadows Public Primary School, a school
in its own right.

27 February 1944: The Taradale School
Swimming Pool was officially opened for use
after many years of fundraising and community
working bees.

August 1958: After the August holidays, 154
pupils were transferred to the newly built school
named Bledisloe on Meeanee Road.

1 February 1967: The Form 1 and 2 (Years 7 and
8) students moved to the newly opened Taradale
Intermediate School on Murphy Road.

21 June 1995: The new School Library was
officially opened by the author William Taylor.

27 May 1999: The new Computer Suite (Room 3)
was officially opened with 16 computers for class
use.

18 August 2009: The new Media-Computer Suite
(School Library) to be officially opened by Kathy
Furlong, Deputy Mayor of Napier.
