Measles Outbreak Information from 

the Ministries of Health and 

Education 
Measles Outbreaks: 
‘There has been a rapid rise in the number of measles 
cases reported around the country, with the number of 
notified cases so far this year already seven times higher 
than the total number of cases last year.  There have been 
more than 100 cases in Canterbury, including 11 who have 
been hospitalised.  The number of cases in Auckland is 
growing, and there are isolated cases in other regions.  
Measles is a highly infectious notifiable disease with series 
complications.  Case fatalities are around one per 1000.  It 
is important to stop the spread of measles by keeping 
infected children at home.  Immunisation is free, and is the 
best way to prevent measles. Doctors have begun recalling 
unimmunised patients to increase immunisation 
coverage.’

The Ministry of Education has asked schools to 
inform parents and caregivers about the above 
situation re measles outbreaks, and to ask them to 
check that immunisations are up-to-date. 
Note: The Ministry of Health acting under the Health 
(Infections and Notifiable Diseases) Regulations 1966 
(Section 14) can direct a student or teacher with 
measles to stay away from school for 7 days, while 
unimmunised students must stay away for 14 days 
from their last contact.
