
 

 

Update to Schools: Influenza A (H1N1) Swine Flu 

‘It is becoming increasingly likely that some schools will have to close as health authorities 

work to contain Influenza A (H1N1) Swine Flu. If New Zealand follows the patterns in most 
other countries, including Australia, numbers of closures would be relatively small. 
However, schools should be taking steps now to ensure they are prepared.  

During this containment phase, only the Board of Trustees has the power to close the 
school, but they can delegate this to the Board Chair, the Principal or a sub-committee. If 

the situation was to worsen, special powers to direct school closure available to Medical 

Officers of Health may be invoked. 

There are two likely reasons for a school to close: 

1. A case of Influenza A (H1N1) Swine Flu is identified through processes set up by 
the Ministry of Health. If the student/s has been at school, we will be approached by 
the Medical Officer of Health.  

2. We have reason to believe that we have a case of Influenza A (H1N1) Swine Flu in 
the school and we approach the Medical Officer of Health. 

It is likely that schools will be advised to close if a student attending school develops 

Influenza A (H1N1) Swine Flu symptoms. It is likely that this closure of the school will be 

for seven days’.
