What is e-Day?
e-Day is a 6 6d#tihve ugh
which gives householders and community
organisations the opportunity to recycle old
computers and mobile phones in an
environmentally sustainable way.
e-Day was created by Computer Access NZ
(CANZ) in response to a growing concern about
the volume of electronic waste, especially
computers and computer monitors, being
dumped in NZ landfills.
Recycling electronic waste (e-waste) enables the
recovery and reuse of valuable materials and
ensures toxic materials are not buried in our
landfills 7 so its better for our environment. Last
year over 16,550 cars in 31 regions dropped of
87,056 computer related items, diverting 946
tonnes of e-waste from our landfills. Napier had
a total of 628 cars drop off 32 tonnes of e-waste
in 2008.
