I would like to thank all parents and caregivers who returned their survey forms, for
taking the time to carefully consider and rank the seven themes as well as add
supporting comments. In fact we had 55 returns and after collating the results, I am
able to confirm that this is how the seven Health themes are ranked.

1. Physical Education 21.5%
2. Food and Nutrition 19.0%
3. Mental Health 18.0%
4. Body Care and Safety 13.0%
5. Outdoor Education 13.0%
6. Sports Studies 9.0%

7. Sexuality Education 6.5%

The results are actually very similar to the previous two surveys in 2003 and 2006 with
the same 4 themes in the top four rankings and the same 3 themes in the bottom 3
rankings.
