In 2006, changes were made to the Education Act whereby Boards of Trustees are now
not required to hold an Annual Meeting at which the Annual Report for the previous
year was formally presented and adopted. However there is still a requirement for
Boards of Trustees to make available a copy of the Annual Report to parents and
caregivers of the school.

A copy of our Board of Trustees and Principals Annual Report for 2008 is now
available to read from the table in the front foyer of the School Office.
Some of the Board’s areas of achievement and successes from 2008 included:

» Approving a major property project of $500,000 to upgrade Room 3, create a new
computer suite, and to upgrade Rooms 11 and 12;

» Working with the Napier City Council to create a 5 minute ‘drop off zone’ along

Church Road in front of the school;

Introducing a compulsory school uniform for all Years 1 - 4 children in 2009, Years

1 - 5 children in 2010 and all children in 2011;

Upgrading the classroom furniture in Rooms 11, 12, 14 and 16;

Providing continuing support for our gifted and talented programme;

Carefully monitoring and managing our revised Enrolment Scheme;

Supporting the PTA with the purchase and construction of our wonderful new

‘fitness trail”

Supporting the PTA in their special project to provide all children with a ‘school sun

hat’;

> Developing a new initiative to promote an ongoing focus on ‘pride’ in our school as
well as in the school environment;

» Providing regular updates on Board happenings through our ‘Communication Corner’
in our Weekly School Newsletters.
