REDUCED ENROLMENT SCHEME: 2010 

 
Currently Taradale Primary School operates an Enrolment Scheme to avoid overcrowding or 
the likelihood of overcrowding at the school. 
Originally the scheme operated with a maximum roll range of 440-445.  However in recent 
years the school has exceeded this number with in-zone enrolments – currently we have a roll 
of 455. 

The Ministry of Education has now directed the school to further reduce our official home zone, 
by excluding two new areas: O’Dowd Road south to EIT, and all of the Knightsbridge 
subdivision.  For further details see the revised Enrolment Scheme Map at the School Office.  
Please Note: All families who are now deemed out-of-zone due to the changes, will in fact be 
deemed to be in-zone but only for as long as their children are attending the school – this also 
includes pre-school siblings of current pupils.
